I.     Course Description

This course is the foundation for high school mathematics courses. It is the bridge from the concrete to the abstract study of mathematics. Topics include simplifying expressions, evaluating and solving equations and inequalities, and graphing linear and quadratic functions and relations. Real world applications are presented within the course content and a function's approach is emphasized.

The class consists of discussions, cooperative learning, in class work, homework, quizzes, and tests.  Total points are calculated and grades are assigned using the grading scale found in the Student Handbook.  Tests and Quizzes will be worth 60% of the student’s grade and 40% is based on homework.     

            II.    Expectations of Students

1. At all times the student will allow the teacher to teach and other students to learn.

2. Students should bring all materials to class each day:  book, paper, pencil, and calculator.

3. All homework must be turned in on the due date which is generally the next day of class. Late work will result in point deductions. NO ASSIGNMENTS WILL BE ACCEPTED PAST 1 WEEK OF THE DUE DATE.

4. Cheating will not be tolerated.  It will result in a zero.
